What we have been doing  
In term 1, we have welcomed new babies, children, families and colleagues to our 
nursery with home visits, parent stay and play sessions and settling sessions. We 
have focused on getting to know each child well as part of our term 1 curriculum 
topic ‘all about me’, before then learning about families and communities. Children 
have engaged in exciting activities like self portraits, creating family trees,  
sorting animals into families, making maps and going for walks around our local 
community. We also participated in the Harvest Festival and World Mental 
Health Day.  
 
What we will do next 
Please ensure your child has a coat, hat, scarf and gloves for outside play. In 
term 2 we will be exploring light and darkness, space, fireworks, autumn and fes-
tivities. Please let a staff team member know as soon as possible if you have spe-
cific Christmas / festivity celebration preferences. Children’s Autumn term as-
sessments will be shared on ParentZone around 8th December. We will then have 
Christmas activity days the following week, during which time parents can discuss 
assessments and general queries with the staff team. Plans and timings will be 
confirmed by room leaders nearer the time. If you would like a ten minute 
timeslot for a parents meeting, please communicate this with your room leader in 
advance so they have time to arrange it with you for a mutually convenient time. 
We will raise money for Christmas Jumper Day on Thursday 7th December. 
 
Staff news  
Lynn, Rachael and Ashleigh have joined our staff team. Marsha, Rachel, Diana, 
Fiona and Nicky have completed baby room training. Sharon, Becky, Lynn and 
Ashleigh have completed Paediatric First Aid training courses. Danielle has com-
pleted early years designated safeguarding lead training. All staff members have 
refreshed safeguarding, prevent duty, intolerances and allergies, and GDPR train-
ing. We also refreshed our safety at work knowledge including manual handling, 
fire safety, Control of Substances Hazardous to Health (COSHH), risk assess-
ments and food safety and hygiene. Our nursery manager Vicki, will be starting 
maternity leave during term 2. Radka will become acting nursery manager, nurse-
ry teacher and designated safeguarding lead (DSL) and Danielle will become act-
ing deputy manager and deputy DSL.
